CITIZEN PETITION
ON

UNREGULATED PUMPING OF THE TRINITY AQUIFER

ALERT: A Houston company, Electro Purification (EP), is drilling deep test wells into the Trinity Aquifer just outside the boundaries of the Hays Trinity Groundwater Conservation District (HTGCD) and the Barton Springs Edwards Aquifer Conservation District (BSEACD). EP proposes to pump over 5.3 million gallons per day from this well field and sell the water to the city of Buda (1.0 million gallons), the proposed Anthem Development of 2500 homes (1.3 million gallons), and Goforth Special Utility District (3.0 million gallons). Preliminary modeling suggests that this pumping, if not stopped, could lower the water level approximately 310 feet* within one mile of the well field and would likely result in hundreds of private wells drying up. Over time the water level for miles in all directions would be lowered with even more wells and springs going dry.

Because of a loophole in Texas law and because EP’s test drilling is outside the two districts, this pumping would be legal, although unethical. But laws can be changed and regulations can be expanded to cover this area where this outrageous pumping is proposed.  But citizens must act fast before the actual pumping begins. The Texas Legislature is currently in session and can act to solve this problem.
ACTION: As a concerned citizen and a registered voter in Hays County, I hereby petition my elected officials at special district, city, state, and federal levels to take immediate action to stop this unregulated pumping proposed by Electro Purification.  I further petition the Texas Legislature to place the unregulated portions of the Trinity Aquifer (our water source) under the management of a groundwater conservation district and to provide an ongoing, stable funding source for that district sufficient to enable proper management of the Trinity Aquifer.
